Atchley replied yes sir it has held steady the last several years and this year the roll-back rate was acceptable by the Commission. G. Smith stated he would like to make a correction; the title is Resolution 2018-18. Lambert amended the motion to reflect approval of Resolution 2018-18, seconded by Cobb.

Hearing no comment from the public, Nadaskay closed the Public Hearing.
Atchley read Ordinance 2018-08 by title only. 

Lambert motioned to approve Ordinance 2018-08, seconded by G. Smith.

CITY MANAGER, NON-CONSENT AGENDA 

Discuss Stenstrom Road
Atchley addressed the Commission and discussed the issues on Stenstrom Road. Atchley stated we had a sewer line bust under Stenstrom which required additional excavation. We have received a quote for $44,000 for the seven repairs down Stenstrom Road, beginning at Hanchey and continuing to Altman Road. Along with the seven repairs we will also have to fix the area where the repairs where just done. Atchley stated we were approached by the County because the road has additional concerns. The County is asking for your consideration instead of spending the $44,000 on the 7 patch jobs to divert the money to the County and the County is going to do an overall resurfacing of Stenstrom Road. Atchley stated he felt the $44,000 would go farther since it was an overall project. The overall project is around $140,000. Atchley stated his recommendation was for the Commission to approve diverting the money to the County. G. Smith stated it sounds like a good idea. R. Smith asked when they could start. Atchley stated he has a meeting at the County in the morning and if you decide to divert the money he would let them know and have an answer as to when the project would start back to them at the workshop. Lambert made a motion to approve the $44,000 to be paid to the County for the repairs to Stenstrom Road on the City’s behalf of the utility areas that need to be repaired, seconded by Cobb. R. Smith asked since we have utilities down Stenstrom will we be supervising the work. Atchley stated absolutely. Atchley stated the sewer line that just blew is a force main that comes from the High School and doing the repairs we found another manhole that does not exist on any of the drawings. The line that blew is a clay line in a force main and we are in the process of getting a quote on having the clay line relined. 
With no further discussion, Nadaskay called for all in favor, all responded aye. 

For those opposed like sign, no response. Motion carried.

Discuss the EDA Grant Agreement for IDA Water/Sewer Corridor

Atchley addressed the Commission and stated this agreement is to make sure everyone is still in agreement with the Highway 17 utility corridor expansion. Atchley stated Mr. Cloud has reviewed and approved it. Atchley stated this agreement does not make us accountable for anything and is not binding. R. Smith motioned to approve the EDA Grant Agreement, seconded by Cobb. Lambert asked if we are approving or ratifying the agreement. Atchley stated approving the agreement. 

With no further discussion, Nadaskay called for all in favor, all responded aye. 

For those opposed like sign, no response. Motion carried.

Atchley stated Mr. Mayor I have one request when you adjourn and I say this with abundance of caution, please do not take with one another, we need you for just a moment across the street to take a quick photo in front of the new garbage truck for the USDA.
With no further business to discuss, Nadaskay adjourned the Commission Meeting at 5:23 p.m.
